There 
are different kinds of service, but the same Lord. There are 
different kinds of working, but the same God works all of 
them in all men.

“The devil was a murderer from the beginning and has 
always hated the truth. There is no truth in him. When he 
lies, it is consistent with his character; for he is a liar and 
the father of lies.”

Avoid temptation, be honest w/ friends, follow God  not man.  
“Don’t be joined up with those who are unbelievers. How 
can goodness be a partner with wickedness? How can 
light live with darkness? What harmony can there be be-
tween Christ and the Devil?” (2 Corinthians 6:14-15)                              
 

Christian’s don’t have a right to sin. To love him is to obey him. 
“But cowards who turn away from me, and unbelievers, 
and the corrupt, and murderers, and the fornicators, (sex 
before marriage) and those who practice witchcraft, and 
idol worshipers, and all liars– their doom is in the lake that 
burns with fire and sulfur. This is the second 
death.”   (Revelation 21:8) 
At death we will all stand before God and explain our lives to him. 
“So then, each of us will give an account of himself to 
God.” (Romans 14:12) 
 

We have the power to bind demonic forces and send them away.

Jesus said, “The truth is, no one can enter the King-
dom of God without being born of water and the Spirit.  
Humans can reproduce only human life, but the Holy 
Spirit gives new life from heaven.” (John 3:5-6) 
  
YOU ARE SAVED BY YOUR FAITH  
NOT BY HOW GOOD YOU ARE. 
“Therefore, being justified by faith, we have peace 
with God through our Lord Jesus Christ” (Rom. 5:1) 
  
GOING TO CHURCH IS A MUST.                          
Try out a few Churches until one fits, then get involved.                                               
“Let us not give up meeting together, as some are in 
the habit of doing, but let us encourage one another- 
and all the more as you see the day His   return ap-
proaching.” (Hebrews 10:25)                                            
                     
GET BAPTIZED. 
“Go therefore, and teach all nations, baptizing them in 
the name of the Father, and of the Son, and of the 
Holy Spirit:” (Matthew 28:19)                                                                                             

OBEY THE LORD AND LIVE FOR HIM.                                        
“Those who claim they belong to the Lord must turn 
from all wickedness.” (1 Timothy 2:19)  

Because it is written, “Be holy; for I am holy.”  
(1 Peter 1:16)      
  
“Therefore if anyone is in Christ, he is a new creature, 
the old things have passed away; behold, all things 
have become new. (2 Corinthians 5:17)    

Sometimes we may feel like “I’m not saved anymore” but the 
Bible says God is committed to us and if we repent and come 
back to Him, God forgives our sins and then forgets them!  See 
(Isaiah 43:25) Feelings will often betray us, facts can at times 
breed doubt but faith can move mountains. The Holy Spirit will 
lead us to repent from sin urge us back to God but Satan     
delights in causing guilt, and condemnation. Who is Satan?            

It’s the igniting of power & working of God’s gifts.  
He (Jesus) shall baptize you with the Holy Spirit and with 
fire.”  (Luke 3:16) 
 

(How do I get the baptism of the Holy Spirit?) 
Ask the Lord for it.  
“If you sinful people know how to give good gifts to your 
children , how much more will your heavenly Father give 
the Holy Spirit to those who ask him.” (Luke 11:13)                                     
 

Still don’t have it? Turn to God completely.  
“Each of you must turn from your sins and turn to God, 
and be baptized in the name of Jesus Christ for the for-
giveness of your sins. Then you will receive the gifts of the 
Holy Spirit.” (Acts 2:38)    
 

Have a trustworthy follower of God pray for you. 
“When Paul laid his hands on them, the Holy Spirit came 
on them: they spoke with tongues, and prophesied.”      
(Acts 19:6)                               

              
(What’s speaking in tongues, is that bad?) 
It may seem strange but is good and given from God. 
It is a prayer language that connects to God for us.                           
“I would like every one of you to speak in tongues, but I 
would rather have you prophesy.” (1 Corinthians14:5) 
“Do not forbid speaking in tongues. But everything should 
be done in a fitting and orderly way. (1 Cor. 14:39-40) 
 

Trying to be a Christian without the Holy Spirit can 
lead to dry religion & frustrating powerlessness.  
“To be carnally (sinfully) minded is death but to be       
spiritually minded is life and peace.” (Romans 8:6) 
 

Living with the Holy Spirit gives us these qualities. 
“But the fruit of the Spirit is love, joy, peace, patience, 
kindness, goodness, faithfulness, gentleness and self 
control: against such there is no law. And they that are 
Christ’s have crucified the flesh with the affections and 
lusts” lusts (Galatians 5:22-24)
